The meeting was called to order at 12:10 p.m. by Senate Vice-President Dennis Pitta.  

Provost Joseph Wood briefed the Senate on the university’s proposed furlough plan and introduced the new textbook policies and procedures of the State of Maryland, the University of Baltimore, and the University of Baltimore bookstore.
Provost Wood also outlined a series of initiatives that he wishes to undertake with the Senate for AY 2009-2010.  These included a review and revision of the undergraduate general education program, in conjunction with the integration of the FSP into the College of Liberal Arts, updating and revision of the Faculty Handbook, review and updating of all governance procedures and documents, review and reorganization of UFS committee structure and of procedures for academic program review 
The General Education Task Force asked to defer its report until the October meeting and requested that it be placed first on the agenda.

The Curriculum Review committee had no material for UFS review this month as it did not meet in September.  Betsy Yarrison requested that the Senate exercise its option to review the proposed new general education guidelines passed at the CRC’s June meeting.  She expressed concern that only one faculty member on the CRC had voted in favor of the new guidelines.  It was moved and seconded that the UFS review the proposal package at its October meeting.  The motion passed unanimously.  
The meeting was adjourned at 1:15 p.m.
