PEOPLESOFT GLOSSARY

"Account" means the UB Accounting/Budget number (six digit) that indicates the type of item or service being purchased.  Here are some examples:

Account 603105 = postage

Account 608211 = Printing

Account 611515 = miscellaneous supplies

"Department" Means a UB Cost Center.  Here are some examples:

3030000 = Department of Physical Plant

3060000 = Procurement Department

5010000 = Institutional Advancement

"Fund" (loosely) means the source of funds.  Here are some examples:

4010 = State Funds

4320 =  Federal Grant or Contract

4910 = Student Fees Funds 

"Program" (loosely) means the intended use of the funds.  Here are some examples:

061 - Institutional Support

041 - Libraries

050 - student services

"Project" is used when a transaction is funded by a Grant or other "Sponsored Funds".  These are special funds and the Project attribute allows us to track the use of the funds.

There are specific, allowable, valid combinations of Department, Fund and Program.  You can get a list of the valid and allowable combinations for your unit from the Budget Office.  You may use certain Accounts with transactions funded by your Department.  Some Accounts are not valid or allowable in certain Departments.
